The Divine Perfections 

     Jesus has said, ñBe you therefore perfect, as also your 
heavenly Father is perfectò (Mt 3,48), thus turning our 
attention to Godôs infinite perfection.  Here on earth, we can 
see some pale reflection of this infinite plenitude through the 
consideration of the limited perfections that we find in 
creatures, but we cannot know it in itself, for the human 
mind is incapable of embracing and comprehending the 
infinite.  Our ideas tell us something about God and His 
infinite perfections, but they cannot show Him to us as He 
really is.  ñGod,ò says St. Paul, ñinhabiteth light 
inaccessibleò (1 Tm 6,16): light which infinitely exceeds the 
capacity of the human intellect, light too bright and dazzling 
to be gazed at directly by the eye of our mind, even as the 
sun, which in the full power of its summer brilliance so far 
exceeds the capacity of our sense of sight that no human eye 
can look at it fixedly. 
     Yet on several occasions when Jesus spoke about the 
divine perfections, He invited us to raise our eyes to these 
heights.  He taught us that although we can understand very 
little about them, this little will not be useless, but rather, of 
great value.  In fact, the more a soul advances in the 
knowledge of God, the more it understands that what it 
knows about Him is nothing compared with what He is in 
reality.  Far beyond its ideasðhowever lofty and beautiful 
they may beðthere is an infinite ocean of splendor, beauty, 
goodness, and love which no human intellect can ever 
fathom.  This awareness of Godôs immensity, which 
infinitely surpasses the capacity of our mind, is a great grace.  
St. John of the Cross says: ñOne of the greatest favors God 
can bestow on a soul in this life is to give it to understand 
clearly and to sense manifestly that He cannot be entirely 
known or sensedò (SC 7,9).  This is a precious grace, 
because it infuses into the soul an ever deepening realization 
of Godôs immensity and infinite transcendence; and, by 
contrast, it also gives it a greater understanding of its own 
nothingness and the extreme limitation of any human 
perfection.  
     Only in heaven shall we be permitted to see the divinity 
ñface to face,ò without the intermediary of ideas.  As St. Paul 
says, ñWe see now through a glass in a dark manner. . . . 
Now I know in part; but then I shall know even as I am 
knownò (1 Cor 13,12).  This partial knowledge of God, 
which is all we can have on earth, reaches us through the 
ñglassò of creatures; they give us, it is true, a reflection of 
His infinite perfectionsðHis goodness, wisdom, justice, and 
beautyðbut a reflection which is very imperfect and limited.  
. . . ñOne is good, Godò (Mt 19,17), said Jesus, meaning that 
He alone possesses goodness pre-eminently; rather, He is 
goodness itself, unlimited goodness which never diminishes 
or fails.

The Gabriel Project Needs You! 
 

     Many women faced with crisis pregnancies are 
abandoned by their families, the fathers of their babies and 
their communities. More and more, they are poor and in 
their teens. Some are homeless. Most feel afraid. For too 
many reasons, abortion seems the only answer. Churches 
and pro-life service groups have sought ways to expand 
their embrace of women in crisis pregnancies. Now comes a 
way they can do so together ... a way to combine the special 
power of prayer with a commitment to service - The Gabriel 
Project!  
     The Gabriel Project is a church-based outreach whose 
volunteers offer assistance to women and families facing 
difficult or crisis pregnancies. Participating churches will 
"advertise" this commitment by placing a "Sign of Hope", 
with its "800" number Helpline, which assures any woman 
that the local Christian community cares for her and is 
prepared to offer immediate and practical help with her 
pregnancy. Callers to the Helpline are referred to the nearest 
appropriate church coordinator. The coordinator and the 
church volunteers - ñAngelsò- work with local community 
resources to meet the mother's needs
