Registrations for classes for First Holy Communion 

continue to be available. Forms will be due Sun, Dec 19. 

Classes will begin Sun, Jan 9 at 2:30 pm. 

The Feast of the Immaculate Conception, which falls on 

Wed, Dec 8, is a Holy Day of Obligation. We will have the 

normal Mass schedule (7 am, noon, 6 pm). The 6 pm Mass 

will be sung. 

Adult Catechism meets on Thurs, Dec 9, at 7:00 pm. 

The funeral Mass for John Dunlap will be held on Fri, Dec 

10, at noon. 

The Youth Group meets on Fri, Dec 10, at 7:00 pm. 

This Sat, Dec 11, please consider attending the Rorate Mass, 

a Sung Mass in honor of Our Lady, offered by candlelight 

with only very little assistance from the electric lights. 

About fifty to a hundred candles are lit on the altar. The 

Mass begins a half hour early, at 6:30 am, before sunrise.  

The Feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe, which usually falls 

on Dec 12, is a first class feast on account of her patronage 

of the diocese. Since Dec 12 falls on a Sunday this year, the 

feast will be transferred to Mon, Dec 13. There will be a sung 

Mass on Mon, Dec 13 at 6 pm. 

However! In honor of Our Lady of Guadalupe, we will have 

a procession after the confirmation class around the 

property of St. Stephen's, around 4 pm, on Sun, Dec 12. 

Hymn sheets will be provided for those who want to sing as 

we process. 

Offertory envelopes for 2022 will be available starting Sun, 

Dec 12, in the vestibule. If you don't see a box with your 

name on it, and would like envelopes, please inquire at the 

Parish Bookstore. 

Confirmation Classes. In anticipation of many families 

being away, please take note that classes will not be held on 

Sun., Dec. 19 and Sun., Dec. 26. 

Christmas Eve. There will be Masses held at 7:00 am and 

12:00 pm. The usual Friday 6:00 pm Mass is cancelled. At 

9:30 pm, Christmas Matins will be sung by the priests and 

choir. All are encouraged to attend; Latin-English booklets 

will be available. 

Christmas. Masses at 12:00 am midnight (Solemn), 7 am, 

8:30 am, 10 am, 11:30 am, and 1 pm (Solemn). No evening 

Mass. Confessions at 6:30 am only. 

St. Stephen the First Martyr. Dec. 26. The Guild medal 

ceremony will be at the 1 pm Mass. 

Octave Day of Christmas. Jan 1. Since it falls on a Saturday, 

the obligation is dispensed. Masses at 7 am, 8:30 am, and 12 

pm (Sung).
